Action Example

1  To begin making your bids via the web go to www.kenthomechoice.org.uk

2  �You will need to Login to access the member 
pages so, at the homepage you will need to 
find the Login button.

Click on the Login button located at the top 
right of the screen.

3  �At the Login page you will need to enter the 
following information:

4  At the Members page you will need to: 
Click on the Make a Bid link at the top of the 
four options available.

5  You will see a list of the properties that you 
are able to make a bid on:

Click the View Advert link on one of the entries 
in the list and the advert will open for you to look 
at. (There is also Bid link if you want to bid on the 
property from here).

6  When the advert is open: 
You can click on the Bid link at the top of the 
advert to place a bid or you can close the advert 
if you do not.

7  When the bid is placed:

The property entry will move to your bids area 
above the property list. You can click the 
View Advert link if you want to remind
yourself of the advert.

8  To place more bids, up to three in total:
